Maths 


In Maths this week we have been working with increasing and decreasing sequences using the symbols < and > to order the integers in a sequence. Each number in a sequence is called a term.

We learnt the value of negative numbers using a number line and we worked adding and subtracting numbers with different symbols.
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English 


This week we have started our new book ‘The Princess’ Blankets’ by Carol Ann Duffy. 


In the story the princess is always cold and nothing her parents, the king and queen, do, can make her warm. 


The story has all the elements of a traditional tale, but with modern and sophisticated language. 


We have used the story as part of our work on fairy tales to discover and discuss what elements are necessary to make a traditional fairy story and  to identify the modern additions.
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In our daily grammar starter we have focused on understanding modal verbs. Modal verbs are a special type of verb that can change or affect other verbs in a sentence. They are used to show the level of possibility, indicate ability, show obligation or give permission. The most common modal verbs are: will, would, should, could, may, can, shall, ought to, must, might.
