English 


We have been planning a diary entry from the perspective of Lady Macbeth. We looked at diary features: 


1-Chronological (time order)


2-Thoughts and feelings used


3-First person narrative 'I'


4-Time openers





In grammar we have learnt about prepositions and prepositional phrases. Prepositions are the words that indicate location. Usually, prepositions show this location in the physical world. The following words are the most commonly used prepositions:


About, below, excepting, off, toward, above, beneath, for, on, under, across, beside(s), etc


A prepositional phrase is a group of words containing a preposition, a noun or pronoun object of the preposition, and any modifiers of the object. Prepositional phrases look like this:


Preposition + Optional Modifier(s) + Noun, Pronoun, or Gerund.


At school she would not stop talking


At = preposition; school = noun.


According to us, the fire started in the hall


According to = preposition; us = pronoun.


By chewing, the jaw bone became stronger.


By = preposition; chewing = gerund.





Under the stove, the mouse ate the crumbs.


Under = preposition; the = modifier; stove = noun.





In the crumb-filled, rumpled sheets


In = preposition; the, crumb-filled, rumpled = modifiers; sheets = noun.





Maths 


This week we have been finding percentages of numbers and to compare fractions of amounts to percentages of amounts.


‘Per cent’ means ‘out of 100’; and ‘out of’, in mathematical language, means ‘divide by’.


For example: if you score 85% (using the symbol ‘%’ for percentage) on a test then, if there were a possible 100 marks altogether, you would have achieved 85 marks. 


That means 85% = 85/100 = 0.85


To find the percentage of an amount, write the percentage as a fraction, divide the amount by 100 then multiply by the quantity of the percentage.


Have a look at this question:


12% of £254 = 12/100 × £254 =


254/100 x 12=2.54x12=£30.48.
