Maths

English


This week in English we have written a short persuasive speech about our chosen endangered animal using questions and question tags to engage the reader. For example, ‘we should save the tiger, shouldn’t we?’ Then we revisited previous learning on parenthesis (adding extra information using commas, dashes or brackets) and we used verbs with prefixes such de, dis, mis, re and over. From this we created a bank of words such as reproduce, disappear, repopulate, disapprove, reintroduce and mistreat. Finally, we edited our original speech to include these aspects of grammar and performed it to the class.





Towards the end of this week we began our work on ‘The Tyger’ by William Blake. The children used the learning from their homework and recited the poem in class, before looking at the use of questioning within the poem and what Blake is asking. We will be using the structure and style of Blake’s poem to write our own poem entitled ‘The Vulture’.
