This week we have continued with our work on ‘Nightmail’ by W.H.Auden. As a class, we have listened to the poem and used this to produce a performance in small groups. Then we created a collaborative performance concentrating on using our voices and added some instrumental accompaniment. Then we compared the poem to another poem called ‘Junkmail’ which is a modern ‘take off’ of ‘Nightmail’. Finally this week we have begun to plan our own poem called ‘This is the Email’.





Homework this week will be on spellings which contain the soft c and g sounds. English homework will be handwriting and writing sentences using prepositional phrases as adjectives. A worksheet is in the homework books.











Maths


In Maths this week we have been learning about statistics. This unit covers looking at different averages – mean, median and mode. Also we have looked at different types of graphs and data and their importance in a wider context. We have created our own line graph from given data. This led to the children collating their our own data and created their preferred type of graph or chart. Finally we used excel to convert this data to an electronic chart or graph.
