English


This week we have begun a new book called ‘The Unforgotten Coat’. Unlike most of the texts we have read this year, this is a longer chapter book. The story is about two young Mongolian refugees who join a new school in England. This week we have used photographs from the book to inspire thoughts about the characters in the story. Then we used drama to re-enact a section of the story and wrote a short conversation using the rules for speech. Finally, we wrote a diary entry from the perspective of one of the characters, Chingis one of the Mongolian brothers.





Homework this week will be spellings which contain unstressed vowels, words such as interest and company. A sheet is in the homework book. English homework will also be handwriting. Next week we will be replicating an experiment which happens in our story where the children make a rocket. I would like the children to conduct their own rocket launch experiment at home. I have included an example they might like to use, or they can make their own. If they could carry it out, take a picture and write a short explanation of what they did, that would be marvelous!! Adult supervised of course.





Maths


In Maths this week we have been revisiting place value, particular adding and subtracting multiples of 10 from numbers up to 1 million. We have also practised reading and writing numbers with up to three decimal places and then partitioning them.
