We have continued to use our text ‘The Bear Under the Stairs’ as a stimulus for our writing. At the start of the week the children successfully retold the story using full sentences and their own words. As the week progressed we looked into how to plan, and planned our own stories with a similar theme. We have begun to follow our plans and will continue this next week. 


I am focusing on English Grammar Punctuation and Spelling during our lesson starters in order to prepare the children for their SATS tests in May. This week we have returned to the sentence types – statement, command, exclamation, and question and matched the sentences to the appropriate sentence type. We have also been looking into apostrophes for omission, apostrophes for possession and using commas in lists.                                              


























Maths


In our Maths lessons we have come back to addition again. We have been adding tens to two digit numbers, both mentally and using empty number lines. Having practised addition of two 2-digit numbers the children used their understanding to find the answers to word problems. 


During Mental Maths we have re-visited multiples of two, five and ten. The children are much quicker at multiples now but would still benefit from being asked to say a multiple of two, five, ten and even three.
