Our Learning This Week


We have begun our new book, ‘FaRther’ this week, a book about hopes, dreams and the intense feelings our families can evoke in us all.  In our English lessons, the children have been talking about their own dreams and how they are important to them.  Using the story as a basis for their work, Year 4 have been using descriptive and ‘feeling’ words – abstract nouns - to describe the boy’s memory of a day out with his father. 


In Maths, we have been concentrating on division and learning how important it is to have full recall of our times tables to successfully master division.  We have introduced the concept of ‘remainders’, and also used different methods of dividing to solve word problems.
