Our Learning This Week


In English, we have continued to read our book ‘The Iron Man’ by Ted Hughes. The children have thoroughly enjoyed using a variety of writing techniques (metaphors, similes, conjunctions, punctuation and adjectives) to create some fantastic menus for the Iron Man (who really likes eating metal!). Here is one of dishes on the menu.


Spaghetti al a Minium


A beautiful mixture of tin cans, rusty cogs and blunt keys, on a bed of barbed wire spaghetti and topped with grated screws. Served with a large glass of rusted copper juice.


In Maths this week, we have focused on 3D shapes, in particular the properties (edges, vertices and faces) and nets of the most common shapes: cubes, cuboids, cylinders, pyramids and a variety of prisms.
