Spelling homework this week is to learn the number words from zero to ten – some are easier than others!  We will have an informal test on the spellings next Thursday in class.  This is also a good opportunity to encourage your child to write the digits (0-9) the correct way round.  


For Maths, there is a place value activity which we would like completed – add the place number cards together to make the 2 or 3 digit number, and then try some the other way round (it should be clear on the sheet).


Finally, we would like you to read with your child every day, and record these sessions in the Reading Record – it is always good to hear how you think your child is doing.


We would like to remind you that the Spellings and Maths Homework should take no longer than half an hour.  If you have any worries, please just ask Mrs Fine.
