Our Learning This Week


In English lessons, we have continued to enjoy our book ‘FArTHER’ and have used our brilliant acting skills to put ourselves into the characters of father, mother and the boy, especially thinking about each character’s emotions and feelings. 


Using the drama as an inspiration, Year 4 have been using descriptive and ‘feeling’ words – abstract nouns – to write a diary entry in role as the boy. For example, 


“Today was the worst day of my life. Father is gone. Maybe forever. Father was devastated as he packed up as slowly as he could.”


In Maths, we have been developing our understanding of time using an analogue clock, 24 hour digital clocks and 12 hour digital clocks by converting between the three. e.g. 9.45pm, 21:45 and
