Spellings this week mirror our learning in English – there is a list of commonly used contractions to learn.  We say these words automatically when we speak, but they can be difficult to write down – we have to remember where to put the apostrophe.


For Maths, there are some number sequences to complete, which will require knowledge of negative numbers, as well as some Roman numeral activities on Mathletics. 


Please keep reading with your child as it helps tremendously with their understanding of the text and encourages a greater use of expression.  Look for the exclamation marks in their books and encourage them to entertain you – they have been practising!














Our Learning This Week





In English, we have read more of our story, ‘Black Dog’ by Levi Pinfold, and have been thinking about how we alter words when we speak, using shorted versions, called contractions.  The children have been learning about the use of apostrophes in contractions, for example: “can not” becomes “can’t”, “she will” becomes “she’ll” and “do not” becomes “don’t”.  They have also written a letter to Small, focusing on the use of exclamation marks to emphasise something funny, shocking or surprising. The letters were truly amazing!


In Maths this week, the children have been learning about negative numbers and where we use them. They were investigating the temperature in the coldest towns, cities and countries of the World and finding the difference in degrees Celsius to the temperature in Nutfield. We have also been identifying Roman numerals and sharing where we see them in everyday life.  We considered why the Romans did not have a symbol for zero and whether this mattered or not.


On Friday, we had a visit from author David Fuller, who writes stories about Alfie Jones and who used to be football coach – just up our street!
